	Description of the training post
	The department provides a modern service for the whole of Gwent which has a population of approximately 700,000 people.  The main Maxillofacial unit is based at the Royal Gwent Hospital (RGH). Acute takes and major inpatient maxillofacial surgery is delivered at the Grange University Hospital (GUH). Additional outpatient and minor surgery clinics are held at Nevill Hall Hospital, Abergavenny.
The unit at RGH has modern facilities which include 6 consultation rooms, a daycase suite and two operating theatres.  The laboratory has facilities for three technicians. The Department undertakes a wide range of maxillofacial surgery, including dentoalveolar surgery, orthognathic surgery, surgery for orofacial malignancy, trauma and salivary gland surgery including Sialendoscopy.   We also Have Orthodontic and Restorative Specialties available at the unit.

	Educational programme summary and library facilities
	27-day study day programme with the Merthyr DCT1 scheme, plus 3 designated study days for self-directed study. The study day programme is split into 3 blocks with same day release every week – either Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday.
Library facilities are available on site.
Trainees are encouraged to present at the BDA Welsh Hospital Specialty Meeting in March and must complete a clinical audit and silver level ‘Improving Quality Together’ (IQT) project.

	Lead Employer - NHS Wales Shared Services Partnership
SINGLE LEAD EMPLOYER (SLE) ARRANGEMENT

Working as a Dental Core trainee in Wales means that you will be following a single lead employer model.  

The SLE model in Wales is a collaborative employment model, with the responsibilities of the traditional employer shared between three major stakeholders, who are:

• Single Lead Employer – NHS Wales Shared Services Partnership (NWSSP)
Overall employment responsibility including contracts of employment, employment checks, DBS checks, pay, restrictions/exclusions and disciplinary matters. The Lead Employer itself offers a single point of contact coordinating with all stakeholders.
For any queries relating to your employment, e.g., Pre employment checks, salary etc.  please contact NWSSPSLE.Dental@wales.nhs.uk.

• Host Organisation (University Health Board / Learning Education Provider)
Provides day-to-day management and supervision of training by clinical and educational supervisors. 

• Health Education Improvement Wales (HEIW)
Ensures the delivery of high-quality education and training which includes recruitment into training programmes, support and assessment programmes, faculty development and quality monitoring of placements. All three stakeholders’ primary function is to ensure that trainees complete their training satisfactorily and in doing so provide an excellent service to the local health and social care Sector in Wales. 

The benefits of a single lead employer to the Core Trainees are that for the whole of the training scheme, the trainee will have one employer. It is anticipated that the model will reduce bureaucracy, provide greater equity and improve the working experience for trainees.
