A minimum of 2 assessments for each (4 in total) and provide evidence:
· planning assessment, gathering evidence, assessing evidence against standards and benchmarks
·  feeding back to the assessor, reviewing progress made, including forward planning and providing judgement

Evidence must be kept of all performance and assessment outcomes in order to prove your competence and complete the qualification.

Each piece of evidence needs to be signed and dated by yourself and your assessors for authentication.

You will also need to provide an audit trail of your meetings with each assessor to include details of planning, reviews, feedback and judgement. 

You will need to identify 2 assessors prior to commencing the IQA qualification.
